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Question: What do the noble Ulama of the mighty Shari’ah say
regarding that Zuhr prayer which was begun inside it’s time but
completed inside the Asr prayer time? Will the Zuhr prayer be
considered as delivered on time or considered as gada’ (delivered



as a missed prayer outside it’s time) as the majority of the prayer
was delivered in the time of the ‘Asr prayer?
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Answer:

In this scenario Zuhr prayer will be considered delivered in it’s time
and not qada’. This is because according to the Hanafi Madhab for
the prayer to be considered delivered in it’s time it is only necessary
for the opening prohibiting takbir (takbirah al-tahrimah) to be
recited within the actual prayer time as is mentioned in al-Durr al-
Mukhtar:

“With only the opening prohibiting takbir delivered within the
prayer time the prayer will be considered delivered in it’s time
according to us.”

[al-Durr al-Mukhtar Vol 2]

It is also mentioned in Bahar e Shari’at that if the opening
prohibiting takbir is delivered within the prayer time then the
prayer will not be gada’ rather it will be considered delivered in
time, except in Fajr, Jumu’ah and the two ‘Id prayers as in these if
the prayer time expired before the performance of the closing
salams the prayer will beinvalidated.
