What do the scholars and muftis of the mighty Shari'ah say regarding this matter,
will those who are our husbands and wives in this world be with us in Jannah?
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ANSWER:

Indeed! The husband and wife who enter Jannah will remain as husband and
wife, but if the partner of a woman enters Jahnnam, then she will be married to a
martyr or a man of Jannah.

The mother of the believers, Lady Maymianah (may Allah be pleased with her)
narrates that the Messenger of Allah (may the peace and blessings of Allah be
upon him) said: "If a woman's partneris a believer and possesses good
character, then in Paradise, that woman will be married to him,
and if he is not, then Allah (Most High) will marry that woman to one of the
martyrs".

If there is a woman who married more than once (for example, upon divorce from
or due to the death of one man, she married another), then in such a situation,
she will be with the last husband she was married to. Just as Sayyiduna Abu
Darda (may Allah be pleased with him) narrates that The Prophet (may the
peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) said: "In Paradise, a woman will
be married to that man whom she married last in the world".

Such a woman who married more than once in this world, and all of her partners
divorced her or passed away, will be given the option to marry that husband who
possessed the best character in the world, and she will choose him. Just as it is
mentioned in a Blessed Hadith:

Sayyidah Umm Habibah narrates that she enquired: "O Messenger of Allah (may
the peace and blessings of Allah be upon you), if a woman has two husbands,
then she and her two husbands pass away and enter Paradise, will she be with
the first or the second one?" The Noble Prophet (may the peace and blessings of
Allah be upon him) replied: "She will be given an option to select the one who
possessed the best character in the world he will be her husband"
