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QUESTION: What do the scholars and muftis of the mighty Shari’ah say regarding this matter: is writing the
name of the Prophet Muhammad (may the peace and blessings of Allah be upon him)’ on the image of the
blessed sandal [na’l] permissible and is drawing the green dome on it disrespectful?
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ANSWER:

Writing the Blessed Name or drawing the Green Dome on an image of the na’l is not disrespectful and neither
is it impermissible because the reflection or drawing of a thing is not in the same ruling as the actual thing
itself. Muftt Wagar-Uddin mentions in his Fatawa collection ‘Waqar al-Fatawa’, answering a similar question,
that this type of image is not the actual na’l itself, therefore there is no harm in writing the Blessed Name
upon it.
