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DAWATE ISLAMI COLLECTIVE QURBANI IN THE UK

QUESTION:

What do the scholars of the Din and muftis of the Sacred Law state regarding the
following issue: Dawate Islami, which is a large organisation of the Ahl al-Sunnah,
collects people’s Qurbanis in the UK, meaning it collects money and send it to
Pakistan, then with their money animals are bought over there to sacrifice on behalf
of them; is this method correct, that a person himself does not perform Qurbant,
rather someone else who is in Pakistan performs it on their behalf?

Questioner: Abdullah from Sheffield, England
ANSWER:
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Yes, this method is absolutely correct and is in accordance with the SharTah because
Qurbant is a pious deed of wealth, meaning it is a form of worship which is attributed to
wealth; it is permissible to make someone one’s own alternate or wakil [i.e. authorised
representative] in this, just as it is mentioned in Fatawa Hindiyyah,
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“And amongst them [i.e. the rulings of Qurbani] is also the matter of representation also
being possible, whereby it is permissible for a person to have Qurbant done himself or
someone other than him performs the Qurbant with his permission. This is because
Qurbant is a pious deed which is related to wealth, thus representation, meaning making
another person one’s representative, is possible.”

It is also stated in Bahar-e-SharTat that representation is possible in this, meaning one
does need to do it themselves, rather it can be that one gives another person permission
and they do it [instead].
