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Sayyiduna Masa, upon whom be peace, praying Salah in his grave on The
Night of Mi’raj [The Ascension]

QUESTION:

What do the scholars of the Din and muftis of the Sacred Law state regarding
the following issue: Is the Hadith regarding Sayyiduna Musa [during al-’Isra@’
wal-Mi‘raj], upon whom be peace, praying Salah in their grave Sahith? | heard
that it was actually his soul that was praying Salah and not Sayyiduna Masa,
upon whom be peace, himself in person; is this correct?

Questioner: Khiyam from U.K.

ANSWER:
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Yes, this is a Sahth Hadith, and it is a Hadith of Sahth Muslim that when the
Messenger of Allah ¥ ascended, he ¥ saw Sayyiduna Mdsa, upon whom be
peace, near the red dune valley, that he, upon whom be peace, was praying salah
in his grave, just as it is narrated by Sayyiduna Anas, may Allah % be pleased with
him,
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“The Messenger of Allah # stated that, ‘| happened to pass by Misa on the

occasion of the Night of Ascensmn near the red mound (and found him) praying

his salah in his grave.”

[Sahth Muslim, Hadith no 2375]

Imam Muslim has mentioned this Hadith repeatedly. Other than this, this Hadith is
mentioned in Nasa’t Sharif with a Sahth sanad [strong chain of narration].
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“The Messenger of Allah # said, ‘On the night on which | was taken [i.e. on the
Night of Ascension (al-Isra’)], | came to Musa, peace be upon him, at the red dune,
and he was standing, praying in his grave.”

[Sunan Nasa’t, Hadtth no 1631]



Also, it is mentioned in Hadith that Sayyiduna Misa, upon whom be peace, was physically
present whilst praying salah in his grave. Saying that only his soul was praying salah and
not himself in person is in direct contradiction to the Hadith and requires proof. Directly
contradicting Hadith like so from one’s own self is only the act of a deviant.
