Allah Almighty created the earth as a
bed for the benefit of humanity so that
life could flourish on it in comfort and
tranquility, and He created the sky as aroof
so thatit could protect humanity like aroof.
The explanation of this is as follows;

Benefits of the Earth Being
Like a Carpet.
(1): Surface of the Earth

The outermost layer of the Earth,
known as the lithosphere, is neither too
hard nor too soft. Its structure is perfectly
suitable for humans and animals to walk
on, live upon, and for vegetation to grow.
This balance makes life on Earth not
only possible but comfortable.
(2):Temperature and Climate

Earth is located in what scientists
call the Goldilocks Zone a just right
distance from the Sun. This ideal position

allows for moderate temperatures suitable
for life. The Earth’s climate systems,
rainfall cycles, and wind patterns are all
finely tuned to support life.
(3):Agricultural Productivity

The soil layer of the Earth’s surface
1s fertile and rich in essential nutrients. It
retains water, supports microbial life,
and 1s the foundation for agriculture and
food production. Without this soil
structure, plant life and by extension all
food chains would collapse.

Benefits of the Sky as a

Protective Canopy

(1):Atmospheric Protection

Surrounding the Earth is a gaseous
envelope called the atmosphere. It
shields us from external threats like
cosmic rays and harmful particles, while
maintaining a life-sustaining balance of
gases such as oxygen, carbon dioxide,
and nitrogen.
(2):The Ozone Layer

The ozone layer, composed of O3
molecules, absorbs harmful ultraviolet
Without  this

protective layer, radiation could cause

rays from the sun.

cancer, blindness, and genetic damage in

living organisms.
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(3):The Magnetosphere

Earth’s magnetic field, known as the
magnetosphere, deflects dangerous solar
winds and cosmic radiation that constantly
bombard the planet. Without this invisible
shield, life on Earth would be exposed to
levels of radiation that are lethal.
(4):Protection from Meteors

Every day, thousands of meteoroids
enter the Earth’s atmosphere. However,
due to friction with the air, they burn up
before reaching the surface.This function
of the atmosphere acts as a natural defense

system, protecting the Earth from space
debris.

Surah Al Bagarah Verse: 29

In Surah Al Baqarah, verse 29, the
wisdom and benefits of the creation of
the earth and the heavens are mentioned;
thus, Allah says:

Translation: It is He who created
everything in the earth for you, then He
intended to form the sky, so He fashioned it
into seven skies.’

This verse of the Qur'an contains
deep wisdom regarding the creation of
Earth and the heavens, with implications
both spiritual and scientific.
(1):Everything on Earth Created for
Human BenefitNatural Resources
and Ecosystems

Everything found on Earth such as
Elements, minerals, water, air, plants,
animals, and microorganisms has been
created to benefit mankind.

From a scientific point of view, the
main chemical elements of life carbon,
oxygen, hydrogen, and nitrogen play
essential roles in the human body,
agriculture, energy, and the environment.

This points to a fine tuned ecological

system, where all components are balanced

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precisely to support life on Earth.
(2):The Cosmic Structure

Beyond the Sky: The Universe

The word "heaven" in this context
doesnotrefer only to the blue sky we see,
but to the entire cosmic structure including
galaxies, stars, dark matter, black holes,
and other celestial phenomena.

This phrase implies that the universe
was created intentionally and systematically,
rather than randomly.

Modern astronomy supports this
understanding by showing that the universe
is governed by consistent physical laws
(such as gravity, motion, and thermodynamics),
indicating a purposeful order.

(3):Then He created the seven
heavens in perfect harmony

This is the most important point on
which various scientific interpretations can
be made two of which are as follows;
(1):Seven Layers of the Earth’s
Atmosphere

Contemporary science identifies
seven major layers of the Earth's
atmosphere:

Troposphere

Stratosphere

Mesosphere
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Thermosphere

Exosphere

Ionosphere(partially overlaps other layers)

Magnetosphere

These layers protect the Earth from
harmful solar radiation, cosmic rays, and
meteors.

They also regulate temperature and
weather, making Earth livable for humans
and other forms of life.

(2):Seven heavens

Seven Celestial Realms or Dimensions
Some scholars and scientists interpret
"seven heavens" as referring to seven
celestial realms or higher dimensions.

The String Theory in modern physics
suggests the existence of multiple
dimensions beyond the three we experience.

The Multiverse Hypothesis also
suggests that our universe might be one
of many layers or realms possibly
pointing toward the concept of seven

heavens as described in the Qur'an.

The people began to occupy
narrow spaces and block the pathways. So
the Messenger of Allah (peace and
blessings be upon him) sent a caller to
announce among the people: Whoever
restricts a resting place or blocks a path,
he has no reward for jihad.(l)
Explanation:

The words People blocked the resting
places and closed the paths mean that
some travelers carelessly placed their
luggage and belongings on the roads,
making it difficult for others to pass.
Others took more space than necessary,
causing discomfort and inconvenience
to their fellow travelers.

So, to correct this behaviour, the

Prophet (peace be upon him) clearly stated:
“Such a person has no share in the
reward of Jihad”.

This means that anyone who causes
unnecessary trouble for others by blocking
pathways or taking up space unfairly
does not deserve the full reward, because
their actions go against the spirit of
helping and respecting fellow believers.
Lesson from This Hadith:

This Hadith teaches us a wvital
principle: Whether you're traveling or
relaxing at home, a Muslim must always
be considerate of the comfort of others.

Unfortunately, today we often see
people violating this principle even in
places of worship. For example: Some
begin praying right in the walkway
inside the mosque, blocking others from
entering or exiting smoothly.

Some sit in the prayer rows taking up
more space than needed as if they own
the whole row causing real struggle for
others to adjust.

A little adjustment not only earns
reward, but also wins hearts.

In Short:This Hadith reminds us that
true worship is not limited to outward

rituals only. It includes consideration for
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others, sharing space, and showing empathy.

So next time you re in a mosque, on a
journey, or attending a public gathering,
just ask yourself”:Am I making it easier
for others, or harder”?

Practical Application: From now on,
whether we're at a mosque, traveling, or
at any community event, we should
focus on creating ease and comfort for
others not problems.

Important Reminder: Religion is not
confined to mosques or seminaries. We
live in a diverse world with people of
different backgrounds, cultures, and faiths.
If our behavior in public spaces like roads,
buses, markets cause discomfort or
trouble for others, then it contradicts the
teachings of the Prophet (peace be upon him).

A common example is wrong parking
on Fridays near mosques, which causes
inconvenience to neighbors and complaints
to local authorities. This not only creates
legal issues, but also goes directly
against the message of the Hadith we
discussed because blocking a path is
against Islamic manners.

The same applies to shared spaces
such as parks, community centers,
hospitals, universities, and prayer rooms.
Being mindful of: Cleanliness, Space

sharing, and Consideration for others are

not just signs of a good Muslim they are

recommended in [slam.

Definition and Ruling on
Cryptocurrency in Islamic Law

Q: What is cryptocurrency, and is its
use permissible in Islam?

A:Definition of Cryptocurrency:

Cryptocurrency is a digital currency
based onblockchain technology. It operates
through a decentralised network and is
used for various digital transactions,
transfers, and investments.
Cryptocurrency in Light of Hanafi
Jurisprudential Principles:

As mentioned in the famous Hanafi

book Al-Ashbah wa al-Naza'ir:
AL DS S A 51T

The default ruling regarding things is
permissibility, unless there is evidence
proving prohibition.(l)

The use of cryptocurrency is permissible
as long as there is no Shari (Islamic)
prohibition. The scholars who deem it
impermissible usually cite certain Shari

objections, but in my view, most of these

objections are not actually present in

reality especially for those who are
practically familiar with the matter. In
my opinion, wherever cryptocurrency 1s
commonly used, it qualifies as mal
(property/wealth), since it brings benefit
to people. As mentioned in Fatawa
Shami, quoting from Bahr al Raiq and al
Hawi al Qudsi, anything other than a
human being that is created for human
benefit, can be preserved, and can be
used at one’s discretion, is considered
‘mal’ (wealth).?

Cryptocurrency is generating commercial
benefit on a global scale; therefore, it
falls under the category of mal (property
/ wealth). Furthermore, its usage (mu'amalah),
prevailing custom (urf), and common
public practice must also be considered.
As stated in Fatawa Razawiyya: when a
custom becomes widespread and dominant,
itis regarded as authoritative. This is why,
inthe chapter of sales, it is mentioned that
if someone refers to 'dirhams' or 'dinars’
in a sale contract without specifying
which ones, and there is a difference in
currency value or circulation in that
locality, then the sale will be considered

according to the most commonly used

Definition of Wealth and Legally Recognized Ownership,
Volume 7, Page 7
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and valued currency. As mentioned in al
Hidayah, this 1s because the prevalent
custom (taarruf) refers to that currency,
and thus the general term will be
understood in light of it.

The customary use (urfl istimal) of
cryptocurrency such as for buying and
selling, remittances, and investment is
steadily increasing. In fact, in many cities,
it 1s used like regular currency. Therefore,
wherever it becomes commonly used and
transactions are based upon it, trading
and dealing in cryptocurrency will be
considered permissible.

Therefore, wherever cryptocurrency
is, based on prevailing custom Curf),
considered mal e mutagawwim (legally
recognized and valuable property), and
where there is no excessive uncertainty
(gharar fahish), fraud, or any similar
prohibited element involved, then its
trade as well as using it as a medium for
buying and selling is permissible. As
stated in Radd al Muhtar: '"That which
can be stored and from which benefit is

legally permissible is considered wealth.®

Whoever memorizes the first ten
verses of Surah Al Kahf will be protected
from the trial (fitnah) of Dajjal.®

Branches of the Dajjalic
System

The trial (fitnah) of Dajjal is not
limited to his physical emergence alone.
The Noble Prophet &?J&’ described Dajjal’s
fitnah as a great and gradual trial that
would begin even before his actual
appearance, manifesting in various
forms. In today’s era, the Dajjalic trial is
unfolding through false beliefs, corrupt
systems, misleading ideologies, modern
technologies, and cultural influences.
(1):False ldeologies and Beliefs

This is because Dajjal will, God
forbid, claim to be the “Lord” himself, as

Therefore, denial of God (Atheism),
believing in man as God (Humanism/
Secularism), rejection of divine revelation,
placing reason as the ultimate authority,
and treating religion as a " personal
matter” all of these are preludes to the
beliefs of Dajjal. This is because the true
goal of Dajjal is to distance people from
the real God and bring forth a fake god in
opposition to Him.

(2):Media and Digital Propaganda

The hadith mentions that Dajjal will
have one eye functioning and the other
blind. The greatest weapon in Dajjal’s
trial (fitnah) will be “one eye.” The sign
of Dajjal is also one eye.

Today, the screen mobile phones,
social media, and television acts like this
“one eye,” controlling the entire world.
Just as one eye cannot see everything
clearly or from every angle, similarly
today’s one-sided media spreads false
news and has led people into mental
slavery. We may say we are free, but in

reality, we are restricted in many ways.

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(3):Interest Based Global Economy

system, the IMF, the World Bank, the
web of interest based loans, and financial
tyranny are all reflections of this Dajjalic
trial, aiming to control the entire world’s
economy and thereby dominate
humanity’s livelihood.

(4):Making Science into God

Dajjal will impress people with his
fake miracles, such as bringing the dead
back to life, causing rain to fall from the
sky, and extracting treasures from the
earth. Today, technologies like Artificial
Intelligence, Robotics, Weather Control
(HAARP), and the like are being
presented as humanity’s salvation, while
their true purpose is smart control over
the world. The hadith mentions:

Example 2:

A mother gives her child medicine,

In
matters of life and wealth, you will have
to endure difficulties, diseases, troubles,
and many kinds of calamities. All these
will be tests for you, so be prepared for
them and focus on Allah’s pleasure and
reward, and succeed in these trials
because through these tests the true and
false are distinguished, and the sincere

Science explains the car’s system, but the
maker is the engineer.

(2):Example:

If someone says the parts of a clock
assembled themselves to make a clock,
no reasonable person would accept that.
Similarly, the order of the universe
proves the existence of a Creator.

(5):Question: Does religion take
away human freedom?

Answer: Islam does not give unlimited
freedom but grants moral and social

freedom. Every freedom requires limits.

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(1):Example:

If someone says, 1 am free to break
traffic signals,” that is not freedom but
chaos. Traffic laws exist to protect your
life, not to restrict you unnecessarily.

(2):Example:

If society says everyone should do as
they please, then thieves, robbers, and
murderers will say the same. Religion
frees us from slavery to desires and gives
us freedom through reform.

(6):Question: Is religion an obstacle
to scientific progress?

Answer: [slam laid the foundation of
scientific progress! The Qur an repeatedly
invites reflection, research, and observation.

Answer: Religion is not only personal;
its teachings make the whole society better.

(1):Example:

If everyone made laws according to
their own will, could society function?
There must be a common system for all,
and religion provides that.

(2):Example:

Islam teaches zakat, justice, mercy,
and rights of people, which are not just
individual but societal issues.

(8):Question: Why cant humans
create moral principles by themselves?

Answer: Human intellect can be limited
and selfish, so perfect and unbiased
guidance1.e.,divine revelation is necessary.

(1):Example:

Hitler decided killing Jews was
right, and his nation accepted it as law,
but globally it was called injustice.

(2):Example:

Today one society approves homosexuality,
tomorrow another will reject it. If
morality is left to humans alone, it will
never be absolute.

(9):Question: If all religions are
different, then which one is the true religion?

Answer: The true religion is the one
that is complete, preserved, and consistent
with reason and nature, free from
falsehood and contradictions. No religion
except Islam fulfills these qualities. If
someone claims otherwise, show it.

(1):Example:

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Every religion except Islam has
been distorted (Judaism, Christianity,
etc.). The Quran is the only book
preserved as it was.

(2):Example:

Like many counterfeit notes exist
but the real note is only one, the true
religion is Islam.

The Majority View Regarding the
Martyrdom Date of Hazrat Umar: The
consensus among the majority of
scholars 1s that Hazrat Umar was
attacked on the 26th of Zhul Hijjah and
attained martyrdom on the 1st of
Mubharram.

However, Engineer Mirza claims
that Hazrat Umar was martyred on the
26th itself, and that the beliefin the 1st of
Muharram being the date of martyrdom
was a fabrication started 40 years ago by
Khawarij and enemies of Ahl al Bayt in
India and Pakistan.

(1):Allegorical Response

We Begin with the First Response:
The Allegorical (Counter)Response
Engineer Mirza, in one of his lectures 10
years ago, stated: The martyrdom of
Sayyiduna Ameer al Mu'minin, the
conqueror of Persia and Rome, the
Rightly Guided Caliph Umar ibn al
Khattab ,occurred on the 28th of Zhul
Hijjah, 23 AH. It is found in detail in
Sahih al Bukhari. He was leading the
Fajr prayer when he was attacked by a
Magian slave named Abu Lu’lu’ah Firoz.
As a result, his intestines were cut, and
due to this wound, he attained martyrdom
on the 1st of Muharram, 24 AH.(Mas’ala
No. 55A)

Analysis of Engineer Mirza Statement

10years ago, Engineer Mirza himself
stated that Hazrat Umar was martyred
on the 1st of Muharram.

Now he calls this belief a bid'ah
(innovation)and attributes it to the
Khawarij and enemies of Ahl al Bayt
from India and Pakistan claiming they
started this view only 40 years ago to
undermine the significance of 10th
Muharram.

By doing this, he has contradicted

his own earlier position and, by his own
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standards, has proven himself guilty of
following bid'ah and aligning with
Khawarij. The Teacher Student Contradiction
:Mirza frequently refers to Dr. Israr
Ahmad as his teacher and praises him in
his lectures.However, in Dr. Israr
Ahmad’s book Saaneha Karbala" (p.
10), he writes:

This 1s a day of great martyrdom the
day of the martyrdom of the second
Rightly Guided Caliph, Ameer al
M}l’minin, Hazrat Farooq. The Prophet
&:“Jg"’ said: ‘If there were to be a prophet
after me, it would have been Umar. If
expressing sorrow and mourning were
legislated, and if there were a day to
mark grief, it would have been this very
day the 1st of Muharram. The
assassination attempt on Hazrat Umar
took place on the 28th of Zhul Hijjah,
and according to reliable reports, he

passed away on the 1st of Muharram.

Analysis of Dr.Israr Ahmad Statement
Dr. Israr clearly supports the view
that Hazrat Umar was martyred on the
Ist of Muharram, based on reliable
narrations.
Yet, his “student,” Engineer Mirza,
now says that this view is the fabrication

of Khawarij.

So, what kind of student is he who
labels his own teacher's position as a
Khawarij innovation? According to his
own logic, he himself was also among
the Khawarij 10 years ago when he said

the same thing.

The Research Based Response

In his latest statements, Engineer
Mirza claims that the details of Hazrat
Umar’s martyrdom are found in three
authentic Sunni books, all of which,
according to him, mention the 26th of
Zhul-Hijjah as the date of martyrdom.
He urges people to consult the following
sources;(1):Al Isti'ab by Ibn Abd al
Barr(2):Usud al Ghabah by Ibn al Athir
(3):Al Isabah by Ibn Hajar al Asqalani

Analysis of Mirza Claim

Upon reviewing these books:In Al
Isabah, there is no mention of the date of
Hazrat Umar's martyrdom. So, merely
naming this book is deceptive. Furthermore,
Mirza claims that Al Isabah is a
commentary on Usud al Ghabah, which
is completely false. It is not acommentary,
nor are they structured that way.

This shows that Mirza is misleading
the public using the names of authentic

books, without proper referencing.
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When we examine Usud al Ghabah,
we find a narration from Abu Bakr ibn
Isma’il, stating that :Hazrat Umar was
wounded on the 26th of Zhul Hijjah and
was buried on the 1st of Muharram, 24
AH.

Similarly, Ibn Kathir, in Al Bidayah
wa’'l Nihayah, also writes”:Hazrat Umar
was wounded on the 26th of Zhul Hijjah
and was buried on the 1st of Muharram,
24 AH, on a Sunday”.

Ibn Kathir further supports this by
citing Waqidi and Ibn Jarir al Tabari,
both of whom confirm the same timeline

In Siyar Alam al Nubala’, Imam al
Dhahabi also mentioned that Hazrat
Umar was wounded on the 26th of Zhul
Hijjah and that his martyrdom and burial
took place on the 1st of Muharram.®

Imam Jalal al Din al Suyuti, in his
book "Tarikh al Khulafa"(The History of
the Caliphs), also mentioned that Hazrat
Umar (RA) was wounded on the 26th of
Zhul Hijjah and that his martyrdom
occurred on the 1st of Muharram.®

Ibn Sa’d in Al Tabagat al Kubra (Vol.
3,p. 278)Ibn Sa’d also recorded the same
that Hazrat Umar was wounded on the

Imam al Sakhawiin Fath al Mughith

Imam al Sakhawi writes that there is
no disagreement among scholars that
Hazrat Umar was buried on Sunday, the
1 st of Muharram.

A Weak Report in Usud al Ghabah

There exists a weak narration in
Usud al Ghabah which claims that:
Hazrat Umar was martyred on the 26th
of Zhul Hijjah and Hazrat Uthman
became caliph on Monday, the 29th of
Zhul Hijjah.

However, this narration contradicts
astronomical data. Today, with modern
astronomical software, one can verify
thatin 23 AH, the 29th of Zhul Hijjah did
not fall on a Monday. Therefore, this
narration is not reliable.

Linguistic Misunderstanding: “Qutila”
vs. “Tu'ina”

Some confusion arises because the

three more days.

Logical Conclusion: If Hazrat Umar
was wounded on the 26th, lived for three
more days, and the month had 29 days
Then, he must have passed away on the
Ist of Muharram.This is the most

consistent conclusion with historical

and astronomical accuracy.

You've now seen all the references
from hadith scholars and historians, who
universally affirm that Hazrat Umar
was:Wounded on the 26th of Zhul Hijjah,
and martyred on the 1st of Muharram.
